6. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

7. PROMOTIONAL MATERIAL

8. LIABILITY

JONATHON shall be under no liability for failure to appear or perform in the event that such a failure is caused by or due to the physical disability or illness of JONATHON, interruption or delay of transportation service, acts of God, or other similar or dissimilar cause beyond the control of JONATHON.

9. CANCELED PERFORMANCE

In the event that a performance is canceled by the VENUE within ten days of the performance date, JONATHON is entitled to 50% of the original compensation within ten business days of cancellation.

TECHNICAL RIDER 


***NOTE: If you are a small venue like a church or school and are not familiar with this type of rider or detailed information, don't fret. Simply contact Jonathon and he will answer all your questions and walk you through the essentials. We can assure you, we will make any performance space or event work.

The following performance space, equipment, and personnel are requested from the VENUE for a performance of PROJECT PAUL.  If this is a problem or you have any questions, please contact JONATHON ROBERTS. 
PLEASE COMPLETE information and sign end of document.
PERFORMANCE IS 65 MINUTES LONG (plus 5 minute introduction).

1. PERFORMANCE SPACE

Performance area should be at least 13 feet high, 20 feet wide, 20 feet deep. 

The height is very important.  Width and depth are flexible.  Multiple level performance areas (example: steps) are okay. 

PROJECT PAUL is a flexible show, especially when a unique performance space would add to the aesthetic quality of the performance. Be creative and let me know of your ideas.  I’ve literally made any space work large or small. 

Ambient light must be kept to a minimum.  Please cover any windows or choose an evening performance time.  

2. SOUND

VENUE agrees to provide the following sound equipment:

1 mixer (3 inputs: vocal mic, DVD player stereo audio ) (2 outputs for stereo mix)

DVD Player

Amplifier 

2 Loudspeakers (in stereo) of high quality (plus optional sub woofers)

2 monitor speakers

Appropriate cables and plugs

NOTE:  I prefer that the venue provide their own PA system. However, if this is not possible please indicate that on the bottom of the form, as I have a traveling system that is available to use at no charge.  

JONATHON agrees to provide the following equipment:

Head worn wireless microphone with beltpak

Wireless microphone receiver (basestation)

3. LIGHTING

Most of the lighting for PROJECT PAUL is taken care of by the three onstage lamps and the light from the projector.  However:

The VENUE agrees to provide very dim overhead lighting to supplement the lighting from the PROJECT PAUL lamps and projector.  The light can be of a general nature and equally cover the whole performance area with dim light.  This can be accomplished easily in venues with a general or stock theater lighting plot.  In smaller venues without theater lighting, basic dimmable track lighting can work.  In atypical venues (gyms, classrooms, warehouses, etc.) the dim light can still be accomplished by many other “creative” methods. 

4. PROJECTOR and DVD PLAYER

JONATHON agrees to supply a projector for the video images of the performance.  The audio and video images are sourced from the same DVD player.  JONATHON has a 50 foot S-Video Cable that he typically uses in conjunction with his projector.  If VENUE’s DVD player does not support S-Video or is more than 50 feet from projector, please contact JONATHON. 

If the VENUE wishes to use their own projector please note on the bottom of this rider.  PLEASE NOTE: the projector should not be ceiling mounted.  It should project from the floor and be movable.  A bright short throw projector is preferred.  

JONATHON agrees to supply screen for projected images.

5. PROPS AND SET

JONATHON agrees to provide all the necessary props and set pieces for the performance of Project Paul which include three 12 foot stands with hanging silk, trunk (with internal battery powered light), ladder, two 6 foot lamps, one small desk lamp, a piece of silk, and flashlight.  

6. POWER 

VENUE agrees to have at least two working power outlets within 30 feet from the performance area.  JONATHON will provide all necessary extension cords.

7. PERSONNEL

JONATHON requests that the VENUE provide a minimum of the following personnel: 

LOAD-IN: 1-2 people (45 minutes)

LIGHTS:  1 person (30 minutes-rehearsal, 30 minutes-performance)

SOUND:  1 person (45 minutes-rehearsal, 65 minutes-performance)

INTRODUCTION OF PERFORMER: 1 person (5 minutes) 

USHER (Programs): 1 person (or as VENUE sees fit) (30 minutes)

LOAD-OUT: 2 people (1 hour)

Many of these positions (including sound and lights in some venues) can be taken care of by the same person.

DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES:

SOUND:  This is relatively simple job for someone with some experience in sound. This person is responsible for monitoring the balance between the performer’s voice and the background audio on the DVD player.  After we set the general levels in rehearsal, only slight adjustments will need to made during the performance.  During the sound check the performer will go through several different sections that will give the sound engineer a very clear idea of what to expect in the show.  Only minor adjustments will need to be made. 

LIGHTS:  This is an extremely simple job.  After a brief introduction by JONATHON, all lights (house and stage) should be taken completely out.  At about 4 minutes into the performance (explained in rehearsal) stage lights should be brought up to their “dim setting”  (See Section 3. LIGHTING).  Stage lights will stay this way until the end of the show (about 60 minutes later).  At the end of the show stage lights can fade out and then be brought up with applause.
